The «Who am I? Where am I?» exhibition starts from the eternal questions, which everybody reflecting about
the world and his or her place in it, has been asking. There are still no swift or clear answers. No matter
whether they refer to individuals or to the whole mankind. The artist makes a dizzying pirouette from the ex-
tremely personal “I” to the greatest possible “We”. The central part of the exhibition tells the story of Pangea
Ultima, or Pangea Proxima, a hypothesized future supercontinent which could occur within the next 200-300
million years, when, according to certain forecasts, most of the world's landmass would be joined. What is
in store for its dwellers, what fate awaits them? Will animality win humanity or will animals turn into humans?
Is it good or bad? What kind of a society will it be? Who we are and what will become of us?

The “Who Am I? Where Am I?” exhibition will contain oil paintings, production prints on dibond panels
and animated films. Some projects by Vladimir Grig were nominated for both the Kandinsky and the Kurekhin
prizes; the “Dimensionen II” project was exhibited in San Pantalon in Venice. Vladimir Grig is the author
of more than forty personal and group exhibitions projects in Russia, Germany and Austria. His paintings are
found in the collections of several museums in Russia, including the State Russian Museum in St Petersburg.

EKATERINA INOZEMTSEVA, A FINE ART EXPERT:

“In Vladimir Grig’s new art series the iconography
takes on a new signifiicancy; its genesis is of ab-
solute totality; it goes beyond the canvas. From
between the folded tissue of the ornamental iconog-
raphy stems a fabled and symbolic narrative, where
mythic, religious and pseudoscientific elements are
mingled”. Grig erects a coherent system; its elements
cross-refer to a certain universal culture, to an ances-
tral culture, if you will, to the synthetic conscious-
ness before civilization.

His painting is essentially two-dimensional, it by no
means pretends to be convincing; rather, it gravi-
tates towards medieval miniature, book illustration
and sophisticated ornamental decoration ofletters,
evoking a stream of associations in the viewers. Such
artistic device is deliberate, as Grig has devoted an
important part of his professional career to book
illustrating. At the same time, his art is of a narrative
nature and the storylines are surprisingly diversified.
It obviously reaches close towardslarge artworks,
such as panel painting or wall painting (murals, mu-
rales). It cannot be limited or sized; its development
tends to eternity. Moreover, compared with other
media, it has a unique “transit ability”. The animat-
ed films, that are also shown at the exhibition, is a
perfect confirmation of this”.
